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Current Projects
New Town Health Project
The HPC is coordinating and conducting a door-to-door needs assessment of 1600 residences for an identified area within zip code 32209. In conjunction with this project, the HPC will gather and analyze the data and provide an evaluation and interpretation of the findings.
The New Town Success Zone is intended to help at-risk youths and their families receive services from pre-school to high school that can help them improve their circumstances and their chances for success in life - and improve the area along with it. This assessment will help determine the appropriate healthcare services needed in the targeted area.
Clay County Health Needs Assessment
The Health Planning Council of Northeast Florida facilitating a comprehensive, countywide health needs assessment of Clay County. The last assessment was conducted in 2005 by the Council.
Components of the assessment include an analysis of demographics, health statistics, and access to health care indicators for county residents. Community input is being obtained from focus group interviews with special populations: elderly, Hispanics, recovering substance abusers, and rural residents. A community-wide survey that will collect the community’s opinions on health care services and quality of life issues will also distributed to gain additional feedback from Clay County residents. 
The assessment will be completed and submitted in May 2010.
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
